All colours can be intermixed in any proportion. The final colour of 


the Cetol Filter 7 finish also depends on the wood species to 


which it is applied.

Systems
Timber quality:


Wooden exterior window frames, windows and doors should meet 


the quality standards for joinery (STS 52 – 1973 by N.I.H.).

New woodwork:
Apply one priming coat of Cetol Novatech in selected colour.


Where necessary, stop with tinted putty. Sand slightly and remove 


dust. 


Apply 2 finishing coats of Cetol Filter 7. For best results, it is 


necessary to keep the interval between application of these coats 


as short as possible. This period should not exceed 5 months. 


Do not sand in between the various coats of Cetol Filter 7.

Maintenance:
Depending on the condition of the finish, clean down and sand 


down thoroughly. Repair any defects and apply one further coat of 


Cetol Filter 7 overall.

Remarks
Covering of horizontal surfaces:


During construction, it is recommended to cover horizontal 


surfaces with plastic or aluminium foil to prevent their 


discolouration by mortar and cement.

Merbau:
Merbau contains dark-coloured extractives that easily dissolve in 


water and leach out (bleeding). To prevent this process, Merbau 


elements should not be installed untreated in houses under 


construction, but previously be treated in the joiners shop with a 


minimum of two coats of Cetol Filter 7. On site, complete the 


system by applying one or two coats of Cetol Filter 7.

Treatment of rebates, elements 
Always apply two coats of material to rebates, glazing beads (on

to be concealed by brickwork:
all faces), backs of cladding, etc.


Treat surfaces to be concealed by brickwork previously with two 


coats of Cetol Novatech.
Application on top of other products:
Cetol Filter 7 can also be applied over intact translucent stain, 


Cetol THB and Cetol HLS coatings. Strip off defective coatings 


completely and proceed as specified for new work.
